PRM Training | Chief / Deputy Chief Warden Training

will focus on how Chief Wardens can best integrate with responding emergency services.

This training is based upon AS 3745- Planning for emergencies in facilities, relevant workplace health & safety
regulations and industry best practice.

e Emergency Organisation roles and responsibilities

e Developing incident control strategies, command presence and maintaining control during
emergencies

e Induction of new staff members, and exposure to emergency procedures

e Responding to alarms & emergencies, including competent use of installed systems

e Building performance during emergencies including installed building systems such as HVAC,
security or air management

e Interacting with fire detection and suppression systems

e |Isolating fire systems and the chain of responsibility

o Effective and competent communication during an emergency

e Use of installed emergency communications equipment

¢ Defining the role of emergency services, and how to integrate responses

e Assisting occupants with mobility impairment (Including Personal Emergency Evacuation Plans)
